This should especially 
benefit developing sports, 
since it would no longer 
give the member institution 
the option of participating 
out of state and avoiding 
competition with COA 
teams. It will also make 
conference scheduling 
more efficient since all 
sports from member 
institutions will be 
scheduled within the 
conference and none out of 
state. 

One COA member institution has already 
been allowed to participate in the National 
Junior College Organization in a sport with 
limited COA participation. Others may try to 
do the same. This is an inappropriate 
precedent to set. 

 

Fiscal Impact: 

This should have a positive effect on 
college budgets because it would require 
more instate competitions and limit the 
amount of out-of-state competition, which 
tends to be more expensive.

2.5.2.1 The waiver request must include a listing of states, 
portions of states or countries which are being requested 
as that district’s expanded recruiting area. 

2.5.3  Upon verification of the data, the Executive 
Director will make a recommendation to the COA Board, 
which may grant a waiver of the out-of-state recruiting 
prohibition.  The recommendation shall define the 
recruiting area for the district. 

The current regulation 
allows a district with a 
waiver of the out-of-state 
recruiting prohibition to 
establish first contact with 
recruits residing anywhere 
in the world; this certainly 
can lead to an ‘unlevel’ 
playing field relative to the 
numbers and caliber of the 
pool of potential athletes. 

Districts without a waiver of the out-of-state 
recruiting prohibition have a defined 
geographical area in which they can make 
first contact when recruiting.  It is an unfair 
recruiting advantage to those with a waiver 
to have the opportunity to make first 
contact with athletes any where in the 
world. 

 

Fiscal Impact: 

One would have to expect the districts 
affected to realize savings in recruiting 
expenses such as travel, communication, 
and time costs.

$15.00 (including tax) per approved night, per person in the 
defined party; whichever is the least amount. Traveling teams shall 
be required to use the official host headquarter hotel(s) identified 
for the event by the host site and/or event manager for overnight 
lodging. Traveling teams shall forfeit lodging reimbursement for 
failure to utilize approved headquarter hotel(s) identified by the 
host site and/or event manager, unless other lodging is approved in 
advance of the event by the COA executive director. 

The policy minimizes the 
possibility of attrition 
penalties imposed by hotel 
contracts signed by event 
managers hosting COA 
event(s) and requires a 
commitment of participating 
teams to utilize the 
approved hotels 
designated for the COA 
event.  The policy enables 
event managers to be more 
effective in planning 
lodging commitments with 
hotels being utilized for the 
COA event. 

The COA Fall Festival (and Spring festival 
in 2007) represents a partnership with the 
hosting region and the required 
development of rooms contracts at multiple 
properties selected to host participating 
teams. The lodging contracts at official host 
hotels represent a major element of the 
partnership and obligate event managers to 
ensure that minimum room nights are met 
and/or exceeded at official host hotels to 
avoid attrition penalties outlined in those 
lodging contracts.

5. Head-to-head competition (to be used first), then 
wins over teams with a better than .500 record. In the 
event of a tie, add up the TSRPI for a sum total of the 
teams over .500 and compare. When comparing more 
than two teams, each team must be individually 
compared to all other teams in the group.
