G. FOR WATER POLO: Game disqualification - The official may 
issue a participant a disqualification which results in 
disqualification from that contest for overaggressive play or 
actions that are unacceptable within the spirit of the rules and 
are likely to bring the game into disrepute. All applications of 
the rule per the NCAA Rule Book.  

       Adopted: April 6, 2007; Effective: July 1, 2007)  

Current rule is 1. being 
abused by coaches and 
officials, 2. causing confusion 
among coaches and 
commissioners in that many 
of these “disqualifications” 
are actually decorum 
violations that are not being 
reported. 

This rule was passed at the insistence of 
water polo coaches. As a result, players are 
“disqualified” for decorum violations, but the 
“disqualifications” are not being reported. 
These “disqualifications” are actually 
ejections, but the participants are not sitting 
out the following contest. Also, because they 
are not reported as decorum violations, 
commissioners do not have the opportunity to 
review them and/or assign a “strike” to the 
action if appropriate.

B.  The site shall be in the south on even-numbered years and shall 

rotate south and north annually. The appropriate vice presidents 
of the CCCACA should work directly with the event manager, 
CCCACA President, COA Swim Representative, and the COA 
Executive Director. The site will be determined a year in 
advance at the state coaches meeting by a vote of the 
CCCACA. The site for the CCCAA Swimming and Diving 
Championships will be indoors the Belmont Plaza Pool in Long 
Beach, California, in the years 2009, 2010, 2011 and 2012. The 
event will be hosted by a Championship Meet Committee 
determined by the CCCS&DCA Executive Committee and 
announced at their annual meeting one two years in advance of 
each championship. At the 2011 CCCS&DCA annual meeting 
a decision recommendation for the ensuing championship 
site(s) beginning in 2013 will be made.  

Presently the championship 
event and championship host 
rotates annually from site to 
site, alternating north and 
south. The actual technical 
portion of the event has to 
adjust each year to the facility 
and host. Weather always 
has an effect on meet 
performance. Moving the 
meet to one indoor site and 
having it hosted by a 
Championship Committee will 
better meet the goals of  the 
COA postconference 
competition as outlined in 
Bylaw 6 especially noted in 
6.1.C,  6.1.G and 6.8.6, as it 
will:   

Currently the site is in the south on even-
numbered years and rotates south and north 
annually. 

At the 2007 CCCAA Championships it rained 
and was windy. This affected the 
performances at the event. At the 2007 event 
there was a new event director and meet 
management team. The rain, wind and the 
inexperience caused delays in the meet 
which affected the performances at the event. 

For the last few years the COA has been 
doing a Fall Festival on sites other than 
community college campuses. These festivals 
have been in keeping with the COA 
Constitution and specifically Bylaw 6. The 
precedence has been set, tried and tested, 
therefore, Swimming and Diving wants a 
chance to place its postconference 
competition in an equally appropriate market,

event operation format 
for the administrative 
portion of the 
competition; 

3) enhance the competition 
because a majority of 
the participating student-
athletes have at one 
time or another 
participated in  a 
swimming and/or diving 
event in the Belmont 
Plaza Pool in Long 
Beach; 

4) mirror the NCAA format 
for championships (this 
is where the PAC 10’s 
are held in preparation 
for the NCAA Swimming 
and Diving 
Championships); 

5) increase the control of 
and actual size of the 
gate, COA sponsors 
exposure and all items 
listed in the COA 
Constitution Bylaw 6, 
especially 6.8.6 which 
include admissions, 
parking and security; 

6) improve the “Total 
income,” 
“Reimbursement to 
participating teams” and 
“Balance to the COA” as 

venue, and with an appropriate event 
management team. 

The coaching body voted at its 2007 annual 
meeting to move the meet indoors, to a 
permanent site and to have the CCCS&DCA 
Executive Committee establish a 
postconference competition management 
team to avoid weather and facility issues, 
create consistencies and establish a true 
championship quality event. 

Fiscal Impact:   

 The Belmont Plaza Rental Fee is 
$3,000.00 for the event. 

 The Event Budget would increase 
$3,000.00 on the expense side, and 

 The Event Budget would increase 
$3,000.00 on the income side, 

 For a balance of $00.00 to the Event 
Budget. 

The CCCS&DCA voted at their annual 
meeting to initiate an “Event Fee” to each 
participating team by gender: 

 So if men swimmers are invited from 
Pasadena, then Pasadena would pay 
“The Event Fee” 

 And/or if women swimmers are invited 
from Pasadena, then Pasadena would 
pay “The Event Fee”; and if both were 
invited, then Pasadena would pay two 
“Event Fees”. 

Annually there are over 40 “Women’s Teams” 
and over 40 “Men’s Teams” represented in 
PC: 

• 80 teams divided into $3,000.00 = $37.50 
per “Team”

• By charging each team” this “Event Fee” 
then the rental fee is covered from the 
event itself. 

It was voted at the 2007 Annual CCCS&DCA 
Meeting by the coaches to give the 
CCCS&DCA Executive Committee the charge 
and authority to determine a suggestion for 
the COA’s approval of the “Event Fee” and 
although they are not asking it to go into 
legislation, but just for explanation purposes 
so that those deciding on this legislation can 
understand the rationale, etc. they are 
suggesting a $50.00 “Event Fee” for each 
participating team as defined above. 

Annually there are over 40 “Women’s Teams” 
and over 40 “Men’s Teams” represented 

 80 teams x $50.00 = $4,000.00 

 Therefore, the increased cost is covered 
from the event itself. 

Additionally, this money might return to the 
participating college budgets in the form of 
revenue from the COA as “reimbursement for 
event expenses” from increased income from 
gate, etc. generated by moving the PC event 
to Belmont.

The date of the state 
championships must be 
moved earlier in the calendar 
one week in order to use the 
indoor facility. This weekend 
has been secured for the 
next 3 years, and as long as 
the coaching body feels the 
facility is adequate, the 
championships can remain in 
this venue on this date 
indefinitely. 

The intent of the CCCS&D Coaches 
Association is to move the CCCAA 
Championships (“The State Meet”) indoors. 
Since the best indoor facility in California is in 
Long Beach at the Belmont Plaza Pool, and 
the pool is used annually for various College 
(Pac 10, Big West, etc.) and CIF Southern 
Section Swimming and Diving 
Championships, and the traditional date of 
the event is already taken at Belmont, then, 
we would like to move the date of the event to 
an available date. Therefore, the date of the 
State Meet must be moved one week earlier 
in the calendar in order to use this indoor 
facility. This weekend has been secured for 
the next 3 years, and as long as the coaching 
body feels the facility is adequate the 
championships can remain in this venue on 
this date indefinitely.
