It was moved, seconded, and carried by the COA Board to approve the above language with the
following clarifications:

A. Sports affected include: basketball (reduced from 8 to 4), softball (reduced from 8 to 4),
wo me nvéllsyball (reduced from 8 to 4), and water polo (reduced from 6 to 4.)

B. Effective date for basketball shall be July 1, 2010, through June 30, 2012.
